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While Data Science and High Performance Computing HPC) are rapidly converging in terms of resource
and hardware requirements, the correspondingly used parallel interfaces remain digoint.

As both disciplines will eventually make use of similar hardware, a universally accepted low-level interface
for node-local resource management will be required. Similarly inter-node communication will require a
common set of low-level functionality which can be used across both domains.

Thistrack aims at establishing common grounds between Data Science and HPC in terms of the low-level
interfaces upon which the actual domain-specific APIs are being built.
